The Education Incentive Program for African Nova Scotian Students was established in 1965
by the Government of Nova Scotia to assist and encourage African Nova Scotian students to
continue their education in high schools, community colleges, technical institutes, universities
and other approved post-secondary institutions.  This program has evolved into the Scholarship
Program for African Nova Scotian Students.

Effective 1991-92, funding has been provided only to students who have completed Grade 12 in
the public school system of Nova Scotia, and who are enrolled full-time in a post-secondary
program having an entrance requirement of Grade 12.

AIMS OF THE PROGRAM: Provide financial assistance to African Nova Scotian (Black)
students so they will be encouraged to continue their post-secondary education immediately
following completion of Grade 12 in the public school system of Nova Scotia, develop
leadership potential, and meet educational career and professional objectives.

AWARDS: Students are eligible to apply for one award per year, for a total of two years (with
the exception of the Performing Arts Award).

1. University Entrance (75% average or higher) - $4,500
2. Post-Secondary (Less than 75% average) - $2,000 
3. Community College or Trade School - $1,200 
4. *Performing Arts Award - $1,000 - this award is available in conjunction with the

University Entrance & Post-Secondary Award  (*A total of one Performing Arts
Scholarship is awarded per year)  

Awards are available for the two years immediately following high school completion.  Students
must successfully complete the first year of a program to be eligible for the second year award.

4.  PERFORMING ARTS AWARD:

Valued at $1,000.00 this scholarship is available to African Nova Scotian (Black) students who
have successfully completed Grade 12 in the public school system of Nova Scotia and who are
enrolled full-time in a recognized university degree program (i.e. Bachelor of Music).  This
award is available for one year only.  Criteria as follows:

ELIGIBILITY

• An African Nova Scotian (Black) student is a Canadian citizen whose
parent(s) is(are) of the African descent and who resides in Nova Scotia;

• A Canadian citizen or a permanent resident of Canada;
• Graduate of a Nova Scotia public school
• Enrolled on a full-time basis in the first or second year of a recognized

university degree program (i.e. Bachelor of Music)

SELECTION CRITERIA

• Have a concentration in one of the performing arts genre, i.e. music,
voice, dance, theatrical performances;

• Have demonstrated qualities of performing arts through participation in
student activities and community affairs

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS 

• A completed application form
• Reference letters (one academic & one character)
• Official mid-term and final transcript
• Copy of official letter of acceptance to a recognized university degree

program

• University Entrance Scholarship: May 31
• Post-Secondary Promotion Award: August 5
• Community College Award: August 5
• Performing Arts Award: August 5
